IV. ASA #7 Status Report (Idanha-Detroit)

V.  ASA #9 Status Report (Turner)
· Up to 528 hours of staffed ambulance time in May
· Created the first pool of experienced part time paramedics

· They will start to show up on the ambulance next month

· Parts of week nights and weekends are not covered – it varies week to week
VI. CCO Update
· 13 members that form WVCH

· Working toward risk based contracts with all of the providers/partners

· There is a bill in the legislator right now that is the Bad Actor Bill – it states that the majority can vote people partners if there is no agreement between parties. It has now changed to  the Good Governance Bill – that says if you have a dispute then you go to mediation 

· Residential money for A & D will move to the CCO starting July 1st 

· There are State draft rules for Non emergency medical transport being included in the Brokerage

· Rewriting the rules so there will not be duplication

· Under the Brokerage they would have to finger print and have cars inspected. This is being rewritten

· Brokerages providing stretcher transports have not been certified by the county ASA

· Money for the Brokerage is being funneled through the CCO

· Find out who the POC for the Brokerage is within the CCO is and make sure that all boundaries are understood. Needs to include Triplink in the conversation.
