A. Past Months Events

Woodburn/Silverton CERT Classes – The final drill for this class is November 19, 6:00pm at Woodburn Police.
Chinook Estates – John attended the final drill for Chinook Estates CERT; they plan to have two more classes one in February 2009 and the other in April 2009. They want the entire neighborhood of 125 houses trained.

Current Projects/ Events

Woodburn/Silverton CERT Drill – November 19. Other CERT members may attend to assist. Since the class was only 11 people, they want to keep the victims down to a small amount.

Marion County EM Earthquake Drill (part 2) – November 20. This is more of a training session than a drill. The sections will fill out ICS forms in order to conduct the incident action plan for the following shift. This is a continuation to April’s drill and to Cascadia Peril in April 2009

Silverton Hospital Mass Vaccination  – December 4, 10:00am-6:00pm – Set will be December 3 from 1:00-3:00; they would like assistance with greeters, the food area, traffic and line flow. John was concerned about putting folks in the line of traffic without proper traffic control training. The subject was discussed further and Ed Grambush offered to research traffic control classes that would be open for everyone to attend. 
Festival of Lights Parade – Saturday, December 13. This will be the third year CERT will be participating in festival of lights and the second year with ARES. CERT assists with keeping people off the streets; safety and security and assisting with the floats as needed. ARES is the key piece in communications. 

Volunteer Saturday Market – Target date, August 22, 2009. Glenis found out that the county would be willing to cover this event under its liability insurance. Stephanie is calling around to different locations we’d like to hold the event. Once the place is determined we’ll need to ask the question if they’ll accept the county’s self-insured liability insurance; if not we’ll need to purchase other insurance for the event. Looking at holding the event at Keizer Station for its location off the freeway. This event is for the general public to “shop” to be a volunteer in the emergency preparedness arena. 

B. Program Reports:

Susan Davidson: Received funding from 2008 Citizen Corps Program Grant to start up the Medical Reserve Program; just waiting on the contract from the state. 

Nita Marr: Conducting their CERT drill November 19; indicated her Police Chief would like to be more involved with CERT programs than with VIPS. 

Rhonda Grant: Stayton Fire has a 28’ trailer with a kitchen, bathroom and rehab area for large emergencies.

Doug Simmons: ARES conducted a SET drill on November 15; this involved the entire state of Oregon, every EOC in Oregon was staffed with ARES folks. They will also participate in the drill on November 20.

John Vanderzanden: Discussed the 2008 Citizen Corps grant awards. All those that received funding from this grant were: Marion County, City of Salem, Keizer Fire, ARES and Marion County Health.

Jeff Kresner: From the recent hurricanes, 55 deployed from Marion and Polk Counties. They dealt with population sheltering. The group discussed the possibility of Red Cross conducting the shelter-training countywide for those interested.
