Hillyer staff have committed to recycling so enthusiastically that they have been able to
eliminate their garbage service. “We sort and separate all of the waste that we generate,
then reuse or recycle everything possible,” said service manager Jeramy Padrick. This
includes hundreds of cardboard containers, automotive fluids like oil and antifreeze, and
metal parts.

To decrease paper waste, staff has replaced paper towels in the shop and employee
bathrooms with washable towels. Janitorial staff improves company compliance by
pulling recyclables from desk side trashcans.

Other sustainable efforts that have resulted in both energy and economic savings include
switching the entire dealership to more efficient lighting while adding timers and sensors
to eliminate unnecessary usage.
