Helpful Definitions:

First Trimester of Pregnancy: is defined as weeks 1-12 gestation.

CHIP: Community Health Improvement Plan  12/2015

OHP Plus: Oregon Health Plan Plus

Private Insurance: Health Insurance provided by employer or by private purchase 
through the marketplace or other means.through the marketplace or other means.

Disparities: is defined by Healthy People 2020 as “a particular type of health difference 
that is closely linked with social, economic, and/or environmental disadvantage.

PNC: Prenatal Care

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Reasons for Increase in Access
1.  Increased Access to Insurance
2.  Increased Access to Providers

Prenatal Care in Marion County

Since 2009, there has been an 
increase in access to first 

trimester prenatal care from 
(67.5% to 73.9% in 2014) a 6%  

increase. This improvement 
brings Marion County closer to 

meeting the Healthy People 
2020 Goal of 77.9%.
