POLICY AND PROCEDURE

MARION COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS

SUBJECT: Conservation of Resources through Management of Department Electronics

1. Purpose:

Marion County Public Works strives to be a leader in creating a positive, safe,

sustainable and productive workplace while recognizing the possibilities of resource conservation in the process. This policy provides a methodology for resource conservation and the possibility of special EarthWISE certification due to those efforts. 

2. General Policy:

MCPW employees are directed to make resource conservation a priority on a daily basis.  It is estimated that PW can reduce our electric bill from 5 to 10% by following this policy.  
Procedure:

In an effort to save money and lower the energy use at Public Works facilities, employees are directed to turn off their individual computers, monitors, personal printers and copiers when they leave at the end of the day. This does not apply to networked printers and copiers, multifunctional (printer, scanner, copier and fax) machines, or networked PCs that perform a function even though the building is not occupied (e.g.; security and HVAC PCs). 

Background: PW has approximately 180 employees and operates at least that many computers or more.  The annual cost of leaving each of these individual items running outside of a 9 hour work day is the following:

Computer: $51

Monitor or Printer: $25

Monitor or Printer in sleep mode: $8

Copier: $153

Copier in sleep mode: $25

Turning off a computer does not turn off the monitor(s) or local printer.  Those items must be turned off manually.  Any glowing light means that the item is still consuming electricity.
